Dear Teachers and Students,
   Wow!  What a State Forum!  In case you have not seen or heard David Jackson’s insightful comments, that was beyond a doubt the highest-scoring, most competitive Forum I have ever seen.  The test scores were incredible, the projects were beautiful, the Certamen was extremely high-level, and the spirit was in full effect!
   It is now time to think about NJCL.  If you have never been, or haven’t been in a while, this should be your year!  I am excited about this Convention and the itinerary we have planned.  Please take a moment to read the outline below and share it with your students.  I would love to see 150 or more FJCLers in Kentucky this year!
   Convention runs from 1pm on July 25 until the morning of July 30.  If delegates wish to get there on July 24, they will need to pay a pre-convention housing fee.  Convention this year is $450, $485 with pre-convention housing.  We are planning an official FJCL excursion, although student and teacher delegates are welcome to go to convention without going on this trip.
   The FJCL excursion will leave from various cities on the morning of July 23 and head to Atlanta.  There, we will take in the Georgia Aquarium and the World of Coke at Pemberton Place in Atlanta.  After dinner, we will head up to Chattanooga for the night.  Breakfast will be in the hotel, and we will then head up to Mammoth Cave in Kentucky.  We have activities planned both for the adventurous and the claustrophobic, not to worry!  After Mammoth Cave, we will head over to Eastern Kentucky University for Convention.  ***Please note that the FJCL excursion requires all delegates to opt for pre-convention housing.  The all-inclusive price for this excursion in $300.  This will include the bus, hotel, and entrances to all the venues we stop at.   Those of us who remember $600-or-so flights to Fargo last year should be much happier!
   What I need from all the teachers is the following:  Within the next week or so, please, please, please email me with a number of students from your school that you think will attend Convention and will go on the excursion.  If your numbers wind up being off by 2-3, no problem.  I just need to start working out bus and hotel logistics, so I beg of you to email me ASAP.  
   I hope to have a great trip and to see many of you there!
